Meeting called to order by Chairman Hoyt at 7:00 p.m.

Minutes March 12, 2008 Rural Fire Board Meeting: Trustee Meslin noted the following typos. Page 1
topic minutes February 13, 2008 is attempting to indicate; and page 2 topic formalize Big Arm and :
Polson Rural Fire Companies the volunteers indicated. Motion Trustee Ottun, seconded Trustee
Meslin to approve minutes of March 12, 2008 with corrections. Motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Hoyt accepted the treasury report as submitted.

Bills: The board requested information on the Western States Insurance invoice noting the auto premium
increased approximately $1,000 from the prior year; and to identify the inland marine charge. Fire Chief
Fairchild will contact Western States. Trustee Meslin noted invoices for training. Training
apportionment for the current requests is two paid by city and one paid by rural. Motion Chairman
Hoyt, seconded Trustee Ottun to pay bills. Motion carried unanimously.

Old Business:

AUDIT - Trustee Meslin noted the audit contract with Ron Foltz CPA of Missoula requested pre-audit
information regarding internal controls along with copies of accounting records. The pre-audit
information will require additional time for the clerk, therefore Trustee Meslin suggested the board
consider compensation for the clerk should the audit fee be reduced. Motion Trustee Meslin, seconded
Trustee Nelson the clerk keep a record of time to prepare pre-audit information. Motion carried
unanimously.

INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT - Trustee Manley reported City Attorney Raymond prepared some
proposed changes for review. City agreed to a 90 day extension to renew the agreement for another year.

ANNEXATION OF RURAL PROPERTY BY CITY — Trustee Meslin noted MCA 7-33-2129 states if
a municipality annexes property from a rural fire district, the annexed property is liable for any bonded
indebtedness for the rural fire district existing as of the date of the annexation to the same extent as it

would have been liable if not withdrawn. May 2006, the date of the bond issue passage to purchase
additional fire equipment, is the date for calculating the amount owed by the city. Trustee Meslin
contacted the auditor for clarification. The auditor suggested the rural board write a letter to the city
treasurer. Trustee Meslin presented a draft a letter for approval. Motion Trustee Nelson, seconded
Trustee Manley Chairm:an Hoyt sign and send letter to city treasurer. Motion carried
unanimously. (Copy of letter attached to file minutes). Trustee Manley thanked Trustee Meslin for
the research and drafting the letter.

LAND ACQUISITION COMMITTEE REPORT - Trustees Meslin and Ottun reviewed three
proposed sites for a new rural fire station. 1). The Tower Road property is a flat onte and one-half acres
with access from a gravel side road and a proposed four-inch water line. The water line installation
depends on lot sales, therefore, it may be a year or longer before water is available. DEQ is in the final
stage of approval. Sanitary sewer is provided by a septic system. Building requirements allow for
concrete block, concrete tilt-up metal with architectural accents and extensive landscape with approval
through the conditions, covenants and restrictions board. The proposed subdivision plat contains 300
residential sites. The proposed site for the fire station is in the commercial area of the subdivision. 2).
Wayne Richardson was contacted regarding the Jette Meadows property. The covenants are in the
process of changes, while the second proposed site may be threatened by litigation. Currently some
residents in the Jette Meadows subdivision are opposed to the fire station in their immediate residential
area. The approval process for a fire station in Jette Meadows could be lengthy. 3). Lake County
fairgrounds site is in the northeast corner of the fairgrounds approximate size 150 feet by 200 feet with
six-inch water line and sanitary sewer line in front of the property, electricity is also available. The
property will need to be fenced due to events at the fairgrounds. The trees will be removed. The
property 1s within the boundaries of the city, therefore, city regulations are applicable. It was suggested
the facility could be shared with Lake County Emergency Management for storage facilities. The area is
zoned resort. Montana Department of Transportation may consider a traffic signal on Regatta Road. By
statute government entity leases cannot exceed a ten year period. At this time, grants for buildings are
unlikely. Polson Fairgrounds Incorporated will welcome a fire station with open arms. Motion
Chairman Hoyt, seconded Trustee Manley to send letter to Lake County Commissioners requesting
property for a rural fire station. Trustee Manley thanked Trustees Meslin and Ottun for their extensive
report.

GRANTS - Trustee Meslin researched available grant funds. Community Development Block Grant
does not have funding for buildings. Rural Development has grant/loan funding available based on
medium household income in the area. Montana Intercap Financing is available at a current variable rate
of 4,25%.

DOOR TO MEETING ROOM - Chairman Hoyt suggested a storm door on the outside entrance of the
meeting room at station #2 in Big Arm.

GENERAL CLAUSES TO Montana DNRC Incident Rental Agreement

Since the equipment needs of the Government and availability of
Local Government Fire Force's equipment during an
emergency cannot be determined in advance, it is mutually
agreed that, upon request of the Government, the Local
Government Fire Force shall furnish the equipment listed
hereln to the extent the LGFF Is willing and able at the time
of order. The following personnel are authorized to place
orders against this agreement, Dispatchers, Buying Team
Members, Finance Section Chiefs, Procurement Unit
Laaders, Contracting Officers and Furchasing Agents. At
time of dispatch, a resource arder number wiil be assigned.
The LGFF shall furnish the assigned resource order number
upon arrival and check in at the incident. The Incident
Commander or responsible Government Representative Is
authorized to administer the technical aspects of this
agreement. Equipment furnished under this agreement may
be aperated and subjected to extreme envircnmentat and/or
stranuous operating conditions which could include but is
not limited to unimproved roads, steep, rocky, hilly terrain,
dust, heat, and smokey conditions. As a result, by entering
Into this agreement, the LGFF agrees that what is
cansidered wear and tear under this agreement is in excess
of what the equipment is subjected to under normal
operations and is reflected In the rates paid for the
equipment. When such equipment is furnished to the
Government, the following clauses shall apply:

CLAUSE 1. Condition of Equipment: All equipment furnished
under this agreement shall be in acceptable condition, The
Government reserves the right to reject equipment that is
not in safe and operable condition. The Government may
allow the LGFF to correct deficiencies within 24 hours. No
payment for travel to an Incident or point of inspection, or
return to the point of hire, will be made for equipment that
does not pass inspection. No payment will be made for time
that the equipment was not available,

CLAUSE 2. Time Under Hire: The time under hire shall start at
the time the equipment begins travaling to the incident after
being ardered by the Govemnment, and end at the estimated time
of arrival back to the point of hire after being released, except as
provided in Clause 7 of these General Clauses.

CLAUSE 3. Operating Supplies: As ldentified in Block 7,
operating supplies include fuel, oll, filters, lube/oil changes,
Even though Block 7 may specify that all operaling supplies are
to be furnished by the LGFF {wet), the Govemment may, atils
option, elect lo fumish such supplies when necessary to keep
the equipment operating. The cosl of such supplies will be
determined by the Government and deducied from payment {o
the LGFF.

CLAUSE 4. Repairs: Repalrs io equiprnent shall be made and
paid for by the LGFF. The Govemment may, at its option, elect
ta make such repairs when necessary to keep the equipment
operating. The cost of such repairs will be determinad by the
Govemment and deducted from payment {o the LGFF.

CLAUSE 5. Timekeeping: Time will be verified and approved
by the Government Agent responsible for ordering and/or
direcling use of each plece of equipment. Time will be recorded
ta Ihe nearast quarier hour worked for daily/hourly rate, or whole
mile for mileage.

CLAUSE 6. Payments
a. Rales of Payments - Rates for equipment hired with LGFF
Furnished operalor(s) shall include all operalor(s) expenses.
Payment will be at rates specified and, except as provided in
Clause 7, shali be in accardance with the foltowing:
1. Work Rates (column 13} (hourly/dally/mileage/shif

3. Guarantee. Foreach calendar day that equipment is
under hire for at least 8 hours, the Government will pay not
less than the amount shown in column 15, If equipment is
under hire for iess than 8 hours during a calendar day, the
amount eamed for that day will be not less than one-half
the amount specified in coluinn 15. The guarantee s not
applicable to equipment hired under the Daily rate.
Equipment under transport is time under hire and
compensalted through the Guaraniee. If equipment is
transporied under its own power, it is compensated uinder
the Work rale.
4. Dally Rate (cofumn 13) - Payment will be made on
basis of calendar days (0001 — 2400). For fractional days
at the beginning and ending of time under hire, payment
will be based on 50 percent of the Daily Rate for periods
less than B hours. Under the daily rale equipment may be
staffed wilh or withaut operator.

However,
partial payment may be autharized as approved by the incident
agency, Payment for each calendar day will be made for (1)
aclual units ardered and performed under Wark or Daily, shift
basls andfor Special rales or {2) the guaraniee earned,
whichever is the grealer amounl.

CLAUSE 7. Exceptions

a. Daily Rate or Guarantea: No further payment under Clause
B will accrue during any period that equipment under hire is not
In a safe or aperable condition or when LGFF fumished
operator(s) is nol available for the assigned shifl or portions of
the assigned shil. Payment will be based on the hours the
equipment was operational during the assigned shift, as
documented on the shift ficket versus the designated shift shown
on the Incident Action Plan. If the equipment was not
operational for the full shift, the deduction from the daily rale is
calculated by converting the tength of shifl from the IAP 1o
determine lhe hourly rale and pay the LGFF for ihe totai hours
worked before equipment becamea nonoperational

b. If the LGFF withdraws equipment and/or operator(s} prior to
being released by the Government, ng furlher payment under
Clause 6 shall accrue and the LGFF shall bear all costs of
retumning equipment and/or operator(s) to the point of hire.

€. After inspection and acceplance for use, equipment and/or
fumished operator(s) thal cannot be replaced or equipment that
cannot be repaired al lhe site of work by the LGFF or by the
Govemment in accordance with Clause 4, within 24 hours, may
be considered as being withdrawn by the LGFF In accordance
with Paragraph B above, except thal ihe Gevernment will bear all
costs of retumning equipment andfor operatoi(s) to the poini of
hire az promptly as emergency conditions will allow,

d. No payment will accrue under Clause 6 when Ihe LGFF is
off shift in complfance with the mandalory "Work/Resl" and
“Length of Commitment" provisions. As an option to rolating
personnel, or taking a mandatory day off, without pay, the LGFF
may be released from the incident.

- CLAUSE 8. Subsistence: When Govemment subsistence

incldent camps are avaliable, meals and bedding for LGFF's
operator(s) will be furnished without charge. Government will
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furnlsh meals and lodging without cost If hotel/rastaurant
subsistence Is the approved camp for incident personnel,

Dauble occupancy of holel rooms may be required. LGFFs are
noi pald per diem or lodging expenses lo and from Incldents.
CLAUSE 8. Loss, Damage, or Destruction:

{a) For equipment furnished under this MTDNRC IRA without
operatar, the Government will assume liability for any loss,
damage or destruction of such equipment, except that no
reimbursement will be made for loss, damage or destruction due
{o {1} ordinary wear or iear, {2) mechanical fallure, or (3} the fault
or negligence of the LGFF or the LGFF's agents or employees or
Government employee owned and operaled equipmenl.

{b} For equipment furnished under this MTDNRC IRA with
operator, the Government shall not be llable for any loss,
damage or destruction of such equipment, except for loss,
damage or destruction resuliing from the negligence, or wrengful
acl(s) of Government employee(s) while acting within the scope
of their employment. The operator is responsible for operating
the equipment wilhin its operating limits and respansible for
safely of the eguipment.

CLAUSE 10. LGFF's Responsibility for Properly and Personal
Damages: Exceptas provided in Clause 9, the LGFF will be
raspansible for all damages to property and to persons, Including
third parties, that occur as a result of LGEF or LGFF's agenis or
emplayee fault or negligence. The lerm “third parties” is
construed fo include employees of the Government.

CLAUSE 11. Deductions: Unless speciiically staled elsewhera
in this agreement the cost of any supplies, materials, or services,
including commissary, provided for the LGFF by the Government
will be deducted from the payment to the LGFF.

CLAUSE 12, Personal Protective Clothing and Equipment: The
Government cansiders operators as fireline personnel who will
use and wear specified articles of personal protective equipment.
a. The following mandatory items will be Issued by the
Govemment, when not required to be fumished by the LGFF, o
operators performing within the scope of this agreement:

b, Operators shall wear the items of clothing Issued and

maintain the issued equipment in a usable and readily
available condition. Upon completion of the contract
assignment, all issued items of clothing or equipment shall
be returned to the Government. Deductions will be made for
all Government furnished protective clothing and equipment
not returned by the LGFF,

CLAUSE 13. Commercial Motor Vehicles: All commerclal motar
vehicles must meet all DOT requirements. The regulations can
be found at the following website:

CLAUSE 14. Claim Settlement Authority: For the purpose of

settling claims, the successor contracting officer is any
contracting officer acting within their delegated warrant
authority, under the clauses of this agreement, and limits
set by the incldent agency.

CLAUSE 15. Changes: Changes lo Montana DNRC Incident
Rental Agreemen! (MTDONRC IRA's), OF294 may only be made
by the original signing procurement official, If the original signing
procurement official is not available and adjusiments are
deemed appropriale, a new MTDNRC IRA shall be execuled at
the incident and shall be applicable only for the duration of that
incident. The agreement will include name and locatlon of the
incident.

CLAUSE 16. Flrearm — Weapon Prohibition: The possession of
firearms or olher dangerous weapon {18 USC 930 (i{2) are
prohibited at all imes while on Government Propery and during
performance of services, under this agreement. The term

dangerous weapon does not include a pockel knifes with a blade
less than 2 ¥ inches in length or a multi purpase tools such as a
Leatherman.

CLAUSE 17. Work Rest and Length of Assignment: The LGFF
is required 1o follow the work rast guidelines as established by
the NWCG.
